FROM THE PASTOR 
 

Praised be Jesus Christ! 
 

 Every Sunday in the Creed we pray:      
ñI look forward to the resurrection of the 
dead, and the life of the world to come.ò  
  

 In these words we profess our belief in 
the fact that Christôs redemptive work extends 
not only to the salvation of our souls, but also involves the restoration 
of our bodies.  
 

 In the end, even death itself will be undone. Furthermore, the 
bodies of those who are saved will be glorified bodies, sharing in the 
fruits of Our Lordôs own glorious resurrection.  Again, this is something 
which we await with joyful hope at the end of time.  
 

 But every August 15th, in the feast of the Assumption of Mary, the 
Church celebrates how the full liberation from sin and death is already 
ñanticipatedò in at least the one unique case of Our Blessed Mother.  
 

 At the end of her earthly life, she was taken up body and soul into 
heaven, where she now reigns as Queen and intercedes on our behalf. 
 

 How amazing are the privileges granted by God to Mary!  
 

 She was chosen from all eternity to be the Mother of God (a gift 
of inconceivable dignity), yet this motherhood does not violate the 
physical integrity of her virginity, as she is Perpetually Virgin.  
 

 In her Immaculate Conception she was preserved from all stain of 
original sin, and by a singular grace was kept free her entire life from 
any personal sin, whether mortal or venial.  
 

 It should not surprise us, therefore, that God also willed to     
preserve her body from all corruption of the tomb, and thus Assumed 
her bodily into heaven. 
 

 One indication of how important the Assumption of Our Lady is in 
the life of the Church is the fact that this feast day is always a Holy 
Day of Obligation in our liturgical calendar.  
 

 Since this will be my first Holy Day with you at St. Peterôs parish, I 
would just like to call attention to the fact that the obligation of Mass 
attendance on a Holy Day is the same gravity as that of our Sunday 
obligation.  
 

 In other words, Mass attendance should be the same as it would 
be for a Sunday Mass! 
 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches: 
 

The Sunday Eucharist is the foundation and confirmation of 
all Christian practice. For this reason the faithful are obliged 
to participate in the Eucharist on days of obligation, unless 
excused for a serious reason (for example, illness, the care of 
infants) or dispensed by their own pastor.  
 

Those who deliberately fail in this obligation commit a grave 
sin. (CCC #2181) 
 

 I feel that it is important to make sure that our Holy Day schedule 
has at least the same number of Masses as on a typical Sunday.   
 

 We have tried to arrange a schedule which accommodates various 
circumstances.  
 

 There are two vigil Masses on either side of the Parish, a morning 
Mass on the feast day itself, and a lunch-time ñlow Massò at St. Felix, 
designed with the tight schedules of working people in mind.  
 

 Of course, those of you who work or commute outside of the  
parish should check the Mass times at those other local parishes to 
see if there is some other convenient time for your schedule.  
 

 Every little sacrifice that we make to fulfill our Holy Day          
Obligation, worship God, and honor Our Lady will not go unnoticed in 
the light of eternity!
